The focus of this class will be on understanding and completing the literature. 

Four books will be covered. Students will be reading 4-5 chapters a week and 

taking notes for class discussion. After each book is finished a short 3 

paragraph essay will be required to be turned in by each student. All reading 

assignments must be completed before class.  Grading will be based on class 

participation, reading assignments, and the essays.   

Since the books we will be covering in class are classics, any unedited version 

should be fine, and all of these are available as e-books or kindle. Those 

marked with ** are the editions we will be using in class. We are 

recommending 2 of the books as part of The Whole Story series because they 

are the same as the original books in text but with added explanations, pictures 

and drawings to explain some background information that students may not 

know.
