Read the “Introduction” comments.  Rephrase those comments into a sentence or two that states what this experiment will show.  (not what we want to show or will try to show, and not a question)

The above, worth 15 points, is the pre-lab.
Procedure:  (15 points)

Written in past tense AFTER the experiment was performed.  Tells what we did.  Includes colored drawings, showing how things looked.  Book can be used as a guide, but not copied directly.  Example:  We don’t always perform the experiment exactly as directed in the book.  You write what WE did.  Do not include instructional statements such as “Note what happened.”

Conclusion:  (15 points)

Tells what happened, what we learned, if the objective was met.  Refer back to the experiment title and objective when writing this.  Take notes when we do the experiment or shortly thereafter and use these notes when writing the conclusion.  You can also use the book.  Dr. Wyle writes a detailed report about what should have happened during the experiment, why, and what you should have learned.  Just remember to write what happened during OUR experiment.  Not what Dr. Wyle said happened.

(overall appearance:  5 points)  You earn up to 5 points based on the appearance of your report.  Is it neat and legible?  Or is it hard to follow, hard to read, sloppy with drawings and doodles irrelevant to the report?
